At the Beautiful Farm 2008 Awards held today at the House of Commons in London, Woodlands Farm, 
Swannington, near Norwich, was Highly Commended. 
 
Tom and Janet Mutimer farm 103 hectares at Woodlands Farm at Swannington. They have 300 outdoor 
Landrace-cross Duroc sows that live in grass paddocks on the farm’s sandy upland. The family also farm 
sheep and cattle, which benefit from grazing in lush meadows bordering Swannington Beck, and also 
grow a little wheat and barley, completing the truly agricultural image of the farm. 
 
The Judges noted the farm’s low carbon footprint, with all animals being killed at the local abattoir just 3 
miles away, then carcasses are returned to the farm to mature to full flavour before being butchered to 
clients’ requirements. 
 
The farm has an extensive regular and seasonal menu, supplying individuals and the restaurant trade. 
Products range from traditional sausage to whole carcasses for the deep freeze, quality mince and 
matured, flavoursome roasting joints.  
 
The Awards Judge Adam Henson (of BBC TV’s Countryfile programme) said “Today’s winners successfully 
mix the business of farming with a genuine care for the environment that surrounds them.” The Award 
Judges felt that this year’s shortlisted entrants, managing small, medium and large-scale enterprises, 
farm in balance with nature.  “These farms aim to give something back to the rural environment and 
economy.  Well-managed crops, fields and hedgerows filled with wildlife, wildflower meadows, 
butterflies and insects – the countryside views we cherish most.” 
 
The Beautiful Farm Awards was hosted by James Paice MP, Shadow Agriculture and Rural Affairs, 
sponsored by New Holland Agriculture and organised by Farm Business magazine.
